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Viva la Avenida, is an Area Specific Plan for Grandville Avenue. This plan is the culmination of a broad base of
community input and feedback, and provides direction for future improvements that affect housing, transportation,
aesthetics, land use and development types along the corridor. Grandville Avenue is the primary corridor in the
Roosevelt Park neighborhood, and the residents desire their neighborhood and traditional business district to be an

attractive and vibrant place.

From the Dutch founders to the emerging Latino and African American community, Roosevelt Park is a corridor
exuding culture. It is a vibrant and diverse place, and it is where small businesses thrive on the appreciation for
localism. Roosevelt Park is where entrepreneurs can find storefront space or small manufacturing opportunities to
experiment and grow their business. Neighborhood events include a salsa contest, community fun-run, a golf outing,
Curb Appeal, and other offerings to energize and grow community collaboration. Along Grandville Avenue, small and
incremental development is key, as this neighborhood has always been enjoyed on-foot or on-bike, with a meandering
cadence from business to business and porch to porch.

This Area Specific Plan is an amendment to the City of Grand Rapids Master Plan, which will inform land use decision-
making into the future. It will also inform future design of public rights-of-way, transit planning, infill and redevelopment,
streetscape enhancements, and economic development policies and priorities.

lllustrations and renderings are used throughout the Area Specific Plan to convey the neighborhood’s vision. These
illustrations and renderings are not indicators of what will be built, but rather, what could be built.

Dear Friends of Grandville Avenue,

As you are surely aware, the city of Grand Rapids is growing at a rate beyond anyone’s expectations. Stunning
new developments are popping up in neighborhoods that, in many cases, sat for decades in a state of neglect and
abandonment.

Those of us who have a stake in the Roosevelt Park/Grandville Avenue neighborhood have been patiently waiting for
some of that growth to find its way to the Grandville Avenue corridor, and it seems our patience is being rewarded, and
our time has finally arrived.

In an effort to ensure that new growth and development in our great neighborhood reflects the needs and wishes of our
residents, businesses and institutions, the Roosevelt Park Neighborhood Association has assembled The Grandville
Avenue Development Committee (GADC) whose task is to develop an Area Specific Plan that will help clarify a vision for
the future of our neighborhood. This committee is comprised of strong neighborhood partners that include Habitat Kent,
LINC, Dwelling Place, neighborhood residents, businesses and institutions.

In spring of 2016, the GADC secured the services of a team of consultants from Williams & Works (Lynee Wells) and
Nederveld (Mark Miller), who were chosen by the GADC for their ability to relate comfortably with our residents and
because of their recent successful experiences in other neighborhoods. Over the past several months, Mark and Lynee
have convened over 20 meetings throughout Roosevelt Park. They’ve met with residents in their homes, schools and
churches; had in-depth conversations with business owners; and worked with various institutions to gather the ideas and
insights that have been critical for the creation of this ASP: one that reflects our collective voice and vision.

When the City of Grand Rapids adopted its updated Master Plan in 2002, it was understood that the Plan was painted
with broad brush strokes, never intending or pretending to identify area specific, detailed instructions for individual
neighborhoods like ours. That’s our job. And when the City Commission approves this ASP for our beloved Grandville
Avenue, it will be adopted as a part of the City’s Master Plan.

We understand that our ASP will provide guidelines and parameters for future development. It will be used by

our neighborhood and by the City of Grand Rapids as a tool to ensure that when the inevitable new development
opportunities present themselves, we will have a clear picture of what is and what is not acceptable for our
neighborhood. Our job as a Neighborhood Association and as a neighborhood in general will be to make sure that the
tool is used to its fullest.

We look forward to a bright future for the Grandville Avenue corridor and for the
good people whose homes and businesses surround it.

From September 30-October 10, a tactical traffic calming demonstration tested the
viability of bump-outs, crosswalks, ADA accessible ramps, seating, and landscaping
within the public right-of-way. In collaboration with the City of Grand Rapids and
Habitat Kent, the demonstration resulted in countless trucks and vehicles slowing and
yielding to pedestrians, people with disabilities using ramps and safe crossings to
access ArtPrize, and residents finding refuge in the bulb-out as they waited for a bus.

USE / USO: MIXED USE / USO MIXTO

Grandville Avenue’s northern gateway is a transitional seam between
the neighborhood and downtown. It effectively provides opportunities
for links between Grandville Avenue, Godfrey Avenue, the city’s transit
hub, and the Grand River. The district’s fabric contains large blocks
and vintage industrial buildings which provide flexible, scalable, and
sharable maker spaces, incubator opportunities, and retail spaces
for small-scale neighborhood businesses and start-ups. The fabric
also provides excellent potential for diverse housing options including
apartments and live/work spaces through context-sensitive infill and
adaptive re-use.

USE / USO: INDUSTRIAL / INDUSTRIAL

Diverse and complete neighborhoods require economic development
and job opportunities within a walkable context. The industrial edge of
this neighborhood, at the base of the hill along Century Avenue, acts
not only as a job center, but also as a buffer between the neighborhood
and US-131. Future infill within this area can continue to incorporate
industrial uses, consistent with the existing use pattern, and also small
locally-owned craft industries in incubator and maker spaces. New
building patterns may also include small scale retail buildings mixed
into the existing context in order to increase diversity and opportunity
within the built-form.

This area is one of the cornerstones of diversity, culture, and
opportunity along Grandville Avenue. It is emblematic of the small-
scale, neighborhood-based, and incremental urban pattern that defines
the essence of Grandville Avenue as a place. The Traditional Business
Area, combined with the adjacent Detached Residential area, exemplify
the true cadence of the corridor, providing a mosaic of businesses and
residential forms and patterns along the avenue. The area cultivates
small businesses, craft industries and locally-owned restaurants at
a scale that is consistent with the existing pattern and texture of the
corridor. A full palette of housing is needed, including live/works,
apartments, and rowhouses to provide opportunities for accessible
housing choices for the diverse population. Outdoor seating, inviting
plazas, verdant landscapes, and transparent and welcoming storefronts
and facades define the physical form of this area.

The other cornerstone of diversity, culture, and opportunity along the
corridor and within the neighborhood is the Detached Residential area.
Along the corridor, this area provides a respite from the more urban
Traditional Business Area and reinforces the strong existing cadence of
businesses and homes along Grandville Avenue. Within the surrounding
neighborhood, this area provides a diverse array of housing choices
and sizes that promote diversity of population and opportunity. Housing
within this area is scaled to match the existing pattern of single-family
detached homes, while also promoting appropriately scaled duplex
homes and carriage houses. Front porches, stoops, garden walls,
decorative fences, and verdant landscapes define the physical form of
this area.

Building height is the lesser of 5 stories or 60 feet. The mixed use land
use area of Roosevelt Park closely aligns with the TCC Zoning District
and the proposed DDA expansion area. As the gateway to downtown
and Roosevelt Park, this area is a transportation hub and has direct
connection to the Grand River. Maximizing development potential is
supported through the use of building types that include storefront
designs to encourage walkability, safety, and connectivity. Business
incubators, flexible spaces and shared work spaces are desired to
support the growth of minority-owned businesses. New development
should carefully transition south towards the existing single family
neighborhoods with height stepbacks and buffering.

Warehouse and manufacturing, maker space, craft industries are
included in this land use category. Building height is the lesser of 5
stories or 60 feet. The industrial areas are closely aligned with the City’s
light industrial districts; with an emphasis on providing space for maker
spaces, craft industries, and compatible manufacturing due to proximity
to neighborhoods, schools, and parks.

Within Roosevelt
Park, retail uses are not mandated on the ground floor, which is
consistent with the use pattern that exists today. Office, service, and
some automobile oriented businesses, including maintenance and
repair, are permitted within the corridor. Drive-through uses would
not be encouraged; however, as these uses are not consistent with
the walkable nature of the corridor. Surface parking is discouraged,
and a parking hold line is established. Commercial parking would not
extend beyond the alley, or beyond the existing lot depth of lots fronting
Grandville Avenue unless screened by buildings.

Commercial uses would not be permitted
including surface parking lots to support adjacent retail uses. Along
Grandville Avenue, the intent is to maintain the single family detached
residential housing, with adjacent Traditional Business Areas at specific
nodes as designated on the Future Land Use map.

WHAT IS A STOREFRONT?

The storefront is the physical expression of commerce
within a neighborhood. The proportion, scale, and
placement of storefronts is designed to provide a
permeable edge along the sidewalk and street that
promotes an attractive and convenient shopping
experience. This permeable edge provides physical and
visual connection between the interior and exterior of the
retail enterprise - inviting people to look, and walk, into the
store.

Although storefront character varies from region to region,
there are features common to almost all storefronts. The
most typical configuration consists of a low wall at the
sidewalk (known as a bulkhead), large panes of storefront
glass (display window), a recessed entry door, transom
windows, and a sign band. These features are explained
on the facing page.

¢QUE ES UN FRENTE DE TIENDA?

El frente de la tienda es la expresion fisica del comercio
dentro de un vecindario. La proporcién, la escala y la
colocacion de los frentes de la tienda esta disefada para
proporcionar un borde permeable a lo largo de la acera y
la calle que promueve una experiencia de compra atractiva
y conveniente. Este borde permeable proporciona
conexion fisica y visual entre el interior y el exterior de la
empresa minorista - invitando a la gente a mirar y caminar
en la tienda.

Aunque el caracter de frente de la tienda varia de region

a region, hay caracteristicas comunes a casi todos los
frentes de la tienda. La configuracion mas tipica consiste
en una pared baja en la acera (conocida como mamparo),
grandes paneles de cristal delantero de la tienda (ventana
de visualizacion), una puerta de entrada empotrada,
ventanas de popa y una banda de sehalizacion.

Bulkhead:

Una pared corta que esta tipicamente entre 18
a 24 pulgadas sobre la acera adyacente. Los
mamparos que son demasiado altos limitaran
la cantidad de ventana de exhibicién, que
limitara la transparencia, la permeabilidad, y las
oportunidades para que el comerciante exhiba
mercancias. Otra razén importante para tener
un mamparo en nuestro clima es asegurar que
la nieve no se acumule contra el cristal de la
ventana.

o Bulkhead:

A short wall that is typically between 18 to
24 inches above the adjacent sidewalk.
Bulkheads that are too high will limit the
amount of display window, which will limit
transparency, permeability and opportunities
for the merchant to display goods. Another
important reason to have a bulkhead in our
climate is to ensure that snow does not pile
up against the glass of the window.

e Display window:
Large panes of transparent glass that sit on
the bulkhead, typically between 7 and 10
feet tall. The display window is the essential
component of the storefront and is required
to provide transparent (clear) glass for at least
70 percent of the building frontage.

La entrada principal al negocio desde la

acera. En casi todos los casos, esta entrada es
empotrada y flanqueada por ventanas angulares
que transitan desde la pared frontal del edificio
hasta la entrada empotrada. La importancia de
tener una entrada empotrada es para permitir la
proteccioén contra el clima y para que la puerta
no se balancea en la acera. La profundidad de
esta entrada es tipicamente entre 3 y 8 pies de la
parte delantera del edificio.

e Storefront entrance:

The main entrance to the business from the
sidewalk. In almost all cases this entrance
is recessed and flanked by angled display
windows that transition from the front building
wall to the recessed entry. The importance
of having a recessed entry is to allow for
protection from the weather and so that the
door does not swing into the sidewalk. The
depth of this entry is typically between 3 and
8 feet from the front of the building.

Travesano:

Banda horizontal de ventanas situadas

Transoms
are optional in the overall composition, but
when they are not provided, the display
window should be taller.

As with any plan, success is measured equally by the thorough and inclusive process and also the achievements following the plan’s
adoption. While this Area Specific Plan holds a focus on development and redevelopment along a corridor and provides guidance for
future land use and zoning, local capacity building is also necessary to ensure long-term success. Suggestions for capacity building
and involvement at the neighborhood-scale include:

1. RPNA representation on City and County Boards and Commissions including, but not limited to:
VITAL STREETS COMMISSION
PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD
MOBILEGR
DOWNTOWN GRAND RAPIDS, INC.
DOWNTOWN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY

2. RPNA could partner with other Neighborhood Associations (Belknap, East Hills, etc.) to exchange ideas and share lessons learned
about the local development community and the city’s development process. This could be open to all interested RPNA residents and
Stakeholders.

3. Consider and discuss with City Commissioners and other Neighborhood Associations (perhaps at the annual Neighborhood
Summit) strategies for creating a community benefit agreement between developers and the Association and/or other local agencies.
Community benefit agreements are contracts between the developer and neighborhood whereby each party agrees upon a certain
level of benefit returned to the neighborhood. Examples include provision of park or greenspace, hiring local, buying local, green
building, etc.

GRANDVILLE AVENUE AREA SPECIFIC PLAN

WHEREAS, the Michigan Planning Enabling Act (MPEA) authorizes the Planning
Commission to prepare a Master Plan for the use, development and preservation of all lands in
the City; and

WHEREAS, the Grandville Avenue Area Specific Plan was developed as an amendment
to the 2002 Master Plan and is culmination of a broad base of community input and feedback,
and provides direction for future improvements that affect housing, transportation, aesthetics, land
use, and development types along the corridor; and

WHEREAS, on February 14, 2017, the City Commission received and reviewed the
Grandvilla Avenue Area Specific Plan and authorized distribution of the Plan to the Notice Group
entities identified in the MPEA,; and

WHEREAS, notice was provided to the Notice Group entities as provided for in the MPEA;
and

WHERAS, the Planning Commissicn held a public hearing on April 13, 2017 fo consider
public comment on the proposed Area Specific Plan, and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission finds that the proposed Area Specific Plan was
developed in accordance with Chapter 11 of the 2002 Master Plan, is desirable and proper and
furthers the use, preservation, and development goals and strategies of the Master Plan;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. The Planning Commission recommends approval of the proposed Grandville Avenue
Area Specific Plan, including all of the chapters, figures, maps and tables contained
therein.

2. The Planning Commission has made the foregoing determination based on a review
of existing land uses in the Cily, a review of the existing Master Plan provisions and
maps, input from the extensive public engagement process, public hearing and with
the assistance of a professional planning group and finds that the proposed Area
Specific Plan will accurately reflect and implement the City’'s goals and strategies for
the use, preservation, and development of lands within the boundaries of the Area
Specific Plan.
